Selection:

Players will be selected for each event the zone team
attends. Each event will have a specific number of
players that could participate. These rosters will be
released as soon as they are compiled. Invitations will
be awarded based on a ranking system according to
player’s ability, future potential, availability for
that event and most important the team needs per
position (i.e. 2 or more centers, 2 or more center
backs, 2 goalies and the remainder drivers)

For full team events I will take 14 players (2
goalies). I will contact the top ranked players for
each event and based on those players availability T
will produce a roster. If some of those players are not
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available I will place a lower ranked player in their
spot.

Just like previous years I will consider the top
players first. However, just like last year I will try
to include every player in at least one event.

Requirements:

« Each player should have the following forms on file
before participating in any zone team event: Player’s
personal information, code of conduct, medical consent,
release forms, a copy of insurance card, and a copy of
USWP membership card or verification.

« Each player must be a USA Water Polo member. To sign
up please use the online registration process for a
quick and speedy process.

All USWP memberships expire at the end of the year, so
your current membership will expire at the end of the
year.

« All players must travel and stay at the same hotel
with the team in all events.

« Players must follow the player’s code of conduct.

« Players must maintain a high level of water polo and
swimming abilities in order to remain on the team.

« Players must have a notebook and all handouts of
plays and workouts with them at all practices and
events in order to maintain a continuous knowledge of
team tactics.

+ Players must bring reading material to all traveling
events. A team meeting at each event will include a
session in which all players must share information
from their reading material. Picture books and comics
will not be allowed.

Travel Expenses:
Each selected player must provide the full amount for
the trip they are attending at the respective due date.

Cancellation of a trip invitation in which a
replacement athlete cannot be found will result in a
charge for the full trip amount to the athlete
canceling. Travel expenses include hotel, entry fees,
air and ground transportation.

Volunteers:
